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2007 QUILT SHOW INFORMATION

Your Quilt Show Committee met following our regular April Guild meeting. The following are items
that the committee felt should be brought to your attention:

Thursday, May 3 "

We will need all available help to set up our quilt hangers, boutique displays, vendor tables,
registration tables, silent auction display area, etc. beginning at 4:00 p.m.

Bring quilt racks to help in displaying the quilts and other items. Be sure to label yours.

Please bring any props to use in displaying the boutique items. Be sure and label your props.
Suggestions are racks, shelves, hanging devices, etc. Anything that will enable our items to be up
rather than flat on the tables.

Boutithe sale items should be brought on Thursday, May 3 or no later than 8:00 a.m. Friday,
May 4"

Friday, May 4 ™

All quilts must be brought to the show between 8:00 and 9:00 a.m. on Friday , May 4™. No
quilts will be accepted after 9:00 a.m.  There will be no exceptions. You may bring your quilts
to the back door next to the parking lot to register them. (This is Friday morning for registering
your quilts only). It would be helpful if you could know the names of your quilts that you had
registered.

Any quilt not preregistered will not be allowed to be entered in the Show.

Husbands are requested to help with hanging quilts Friday morning beginning at 8:00 a.m.

The 2007 entrance to our Quilt Show  will be through the doors on the Northeast corner of the
Church next to Douglas St. NOT the door adjacent to the south parking lot. (This is different from
2006). Do not attempt to gain entrance to the show after 9:00 a.m. through the door next to the
south parking lot.

We are charging an entrance fee to the quilt show in 2007. However, all Guild members get in
free. Be sure to wear your LSQG nametag or have your paid dues card to show the members at
the registration table.

Saturday, May 5

All quilts must be picked up between 4:30 and 5:00 p.m. on Saturday, May 5™.

No one may remove their quilts. All quilts must be checked out at the registration desk.
Silent auction quilts may be paid for and picked up after 3:00 p.m., Saturday.
Everyone is invited to help with clean-up.

Monday, May 14 ™"

Batting - 2/3 yard of 90" width warm & natural

1 1/2 yards of pre-quilted fabric and 2 yards of lining
Binding - 1/2 yard or purchased binding (120 inches)

Normal sewing supplies including sewing machine — bring your zipper foot.

Donna will furnish the pattern, Timex stiffener, handles, steam a seam 2, elastic, 22" large
tooth separating zipper & 7" zipper. When you sign up for the class, be prepared to select the
color for zippers & handles. You may choose black, white, red, or navy. Optional: purchase
extra fabric & cover the handles to match your bag.
