Quilt Guild Bingo
Game Card Instructions
For June 11, 2007 Meeting

Needed materials for 1 (one) 10%2” card. Each fabric must be chosen from one of the following
categories: batik, floral, geometric, heart, leaf, metallic, holiday, novelty, paisley, plaid, solid,
star, stripe, or 1930s print. Use a black print for the center square.

5 (2%2") squares assorted yellow and orange prints
5 (2v¥2") squares assorted red prints

5 (2%2") squares assorted blue prints

5 (2¥2") squares assorted green prints

4 (2¥2") squares assorted pink and purple prints

1 (2%2") square black print

Block Assembly
1. Join 5 yellow/orange print squares to make 1 row. In the same manner, make 1 red, 1
blue, and 1 green row.

2. Join 2 pink/purple squares. Make 2 pink/purple pairs. Join one pink/purple pair to each
side of black square to complete pink/purple row.

3. Join rows, placing pink/purple row in the center to complete one (1) Bingo Game Card
block

Your block is complete and you're almost ready to play Quilt Guild Bingo!

Bring buttons to the meeting on Monday, June 11". The buttons will be your markers for
Bingo.

Jan and | will be callers and the game will be played by first calling the color and then the
fabric type (example, yellow — batik). The black center square is a free space.

A player wins by being the first to cover one row of five squares in any direction. Players

should play as fast as they can and must yell “bingo” before another player does in order to
win.

FRIENDSHIP STAR COR HEART

Here's a fun project that takes little time and little scraps,
using only two different fabrics. 1In just a few minutes you can
sew up one of these blocks and give it to someone who has perhaps
helped you in some way, needs cheering up, or "iust because.”

Use a light or medium color fabric for the background; any coclor
for the star or heart.

Friendship Star

From background and contrast fabrics, cut:

4 squares 2-1/2" background fabric
1 square 2-1/2" contrast 'star' fabric
4 sguares 3" 2 background; 2 contrast

Using the 3" squares with right sides together (1 background
and 1 contrast), mark a diagonal 1line from corner to corner. Then
sew 1/4" on EACH side of that line; cut along solid pencil line.

Repeat with remaining 3" squares. Thesge make 4 half-sguare
triangle pieces. Press seam, then carefully trim accurately
te 2-1/2". Assemble with other pieces as shown in drawing.

Appligqued Heart

Cut a square of backgrcocund fabric 6-1/2" square. Cut a heart
shape from contrast fabric, center it to background square then
applique it by hand or machine with reqular or fancy stitches —-

the choice is yours. Try to leave a margin at least 1" around all
four sides of square for balance. See drawing.
