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                                        MACHINE QUILTING TIPS 
FROM BETH KURZAVA 

 Accurate Cutting-Machine Quilting Tips. As quilters, we are very familiar with basic geometric 
shapes used to assemble quilt blocks and tops: squares, rectangles, triangles. Yet, how true those 
shapes turn out, how perfect our points line up, even which quilting pattern we will be able to use, 
may be entirely due to how accurately we simply cut our pieces.   
A couple of quilts came across my machine in the last month that has given cause for this month’s 
tips.  Continuing on the theme of accuracy, grain line can be your best friend or your worst enemy.  
Remember making clothing in Home Ec, or perhaps your mother taught you?  There were long 
arrows on the pattern pieces used to measure in equally from the selvedge to keep that piece true to 
the lengthwise grain.  The lengthwise grain (running parallel to the selvedge) has the least amount of 
give, so that your dress, then, would not stretch down past your toes.  The crosswise grain (running 
across the fabric selvedge to selvedge) has a little give.  And the most give/stretch can be obtained 
by pulling diagonally, at a 45-degree angle, through both grains, known as the bias.  Bias should be 
used in appliqué, of course, curved piecing such as in Drunkard’s Path blocks or New York Beauties 
or in traditional piecing blocks like half-square triangles along the longest edge.  However, the bias 
should be contained in the interior of the finished block.  That is, the outside edges of the block 
should be on the straight of grain.  Even the half-square triangle should have one bias edge on the 
inside and two outer edges on the straight of grain to keep it stable.   
Here’s a tip.  If I’m going for a really scrappy look with lots of half-square triangle blocks, my first step 
is to spray a couple of light layers of sizing on all fabrics and press with a hot iron before cutting any 
pieces.  (Do NOT use spray starch as bugs love to eat it and will eat the fabric right along with it.)  
Spray sizing will give the fabric extra body and keep the bias from stretching as much.  (This is also a 
great product to use on stretchy flannels.)  Then cut the pieces, watching carefully that I’ve placed my 
ruler along the true grain of the fabric for what will be the outside edges.   
Bias becomes even more important when setting blocks together in an on-point setting.  In that case, 
the setting triangles will be quarter-square triangles having two bias edges and one edge on straight 
of grain.  If the outside edge is not straight of grain, you will have major headaches getting your quilt 
to lay flat and without pleats/puckers when quilting.  Outside borders, too, will be difficult to accurately 
measure for and apply.   
In rare instances, such as paper-pieced blocks or art quilts, you’ll have outside bias edges.  In paper-
piecing, the paper should be left on as long as possible to help stabilize the block until it is sewn to 
other blocks/sashings/borders.  For irregular shaped borders (wavy, for example), I suggest applying 
a larger than necessary, straight-of-grain border, quilting as desired, then recutting border to desired 
shape after quilting.  If the border is pieced in such a way that this method is not possible, then spray 
with sizing, press well, and stay-stitch a scant ¼” from the outside edge to prevent stretching.   
 
Remember, grain line can keep your squares square and your triangles true or it may have you crying  
the blues!
