          It’s a Pressing Situation ! 
 -Beth Kurzava 
 
The next most important machine-quilting tip I can offer you is PPP.  That’s 
press, press, press.  From your first seam to the last, if you’ll take a little extra 
time to do this step, your efforts will really pay off.  Pressing will help your piecing 
fit together better, blocks to line up, and, thus, your quilt tops produce better 
results. 
 
First, we’re talking pressing, not ironing.  No vigorous back and forth motion, just 
up and down movements.  Ironing will stretch seams and bias, another major 
cause of quilts not lying flat.  So remember, just press.  Second, a steam or dry 
iron doesn’t usually really matter (exceptions may include fusible appliqué – read 
manufacturer’s directions).  Steam will tend to cause fabric to stretch, so use 
caution.  However, I like the crisper crease that steam creates, so I use it.   
 
Most pieced quilt patterns will direct you to press seams toward the darker fabric.  
This is to prevent shadowing of the seam under the lighter fabric.  If you must 
press to the lighter fabric, trim the darker fabric seam allowance by 1/16” after the 
seam is sewn*.  After stitching a seam, your first pressing should be to “set the 
seam.”  Lay your piecing, unopened, on the pressing surface with the dark fabric 
(or fabric you want to press the seam to) on top with the seam facing away from 
you.  Set the iron on top of the seam, moving it up and down along the length of 
the seam, to sink the stitches into the fabric.  Let the seam then cool before 
opening the fabrics to prevent distortion of any bias.  (If you’ve chain-pieced, the 
first one will be cool by the time you’ve finished pressing the last.)  When it’s 
cool, flip open the top fabric away from you, using your fingers to smooth it away 
from the bottom fabric.  For straight-grain seams, set the iron on the bottom 
fabric (closest to you), with the iron turned parallel to the seam.  Give the heat a 
second to relax the seam, and then gently work the iron toward and over the 
seam to press it flat and without tucks.  Do not use the tip of the iron as it can 
cause tucks/pleats and, again, stretch the bias.  For bias seams, press following 
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the grain of the fabrics to prevent distortion.  If you accidentally press in a tuck or 
pleat, fold the piecing to its unpressed state and press flat, as if setting the seam, 
and restart.  Flip your block over to inspect seams are lying correctly and none 
are twisted.  If you’ve sewn in twisted seams, correct them before continuing.  
Stitch-in-the-ditch quilting will be a nightmare if you don’t.  Appliquéd blocks 
should be pressed facedown on a bath towel to prevent flattening the appliqué. 

 
Other suggestions for making pressing easier:  I keep two pressing surfaces in 
my studio.  My primary surface is a 30 x 66” medium density fiberboard (MDF – 
your local lumberyard will cut to whatever size you like) wrapped with 2 layers of 
Warm and Natural 100% cotton batting and a layer of heavy-duty cotton (twill, 
duck, canvas, etc.), all stapled to the MDF on the bottom.  Over that, I throw on a 
second layer of heavy cotton that goes on and off for easy laundering.  I then 
placed this board on top of a small four-foot banquet table elevated with 1” PVC 
pipe to a comfortable ironing board height.  This also gives me extra storage 
beneath the table.  

 
            Hint:  If you like this idea, don’t make your surface any wider than you can 

comfortably reach across.  Unless you’re really tall, 30” is probably wide enough.  
My second pressing surface sets beside my domestic sewing machine.  I use a 
store-bought tabletop ironing board set on top of an old wooden TV tray.  You 
could also use a bedside table, plastic storage rolling cabinet or anything else if 
storage is an issue to hold the surface.  The idea here is power sewing – it keeps 
you at the machine, with little wasted time/effort to reach a pressing surface.  If 
you use this method, please be aware of the electrical cord and placement of the 
iron in proximity to your sewing/work area.
