As shown at the January meeting, this cute ‘hip-hugging’ bag is a treat to
make and show off to your friends.

Things to bring to assemble your jeans purse:

A pair of jeans with at least one good leg. Small jeans work better such
as size 6 or 8 or girls 10 or 12. The thrift store is a wonderful place to get
your jeans. Monday is half price day at the thrift store, so if you do not
qgualify as a senior citizen grab one of us antiques in guild and take us
shopping. | always look for a nice hip pocket stitching design. Just a
thought.

Zipper 12” or longer. One out of an old purse works well. You want the
zipper to have a good pull. Again | have gone to the thrift store to find a
purse or backpack for a cheap, sturdy zipper. A dark color works best. If you
have difficulty finding a zipper, call me and we will try to work something out.
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One yard of webbing for the strap. You may be able to find a satchel or bag that has straps you
can use. You can also buy webbing at Hobby Lobby or JoAnn’s Fabrics. You will also need one “D”
ring and one strap “slide” lock which can be purchased at the same places.

If you have small inside pockets from old purses that you would like to add to your jeans purse bring
them along.

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MACHINE QUILTING TIPS
FROM BETH KURZAVA

Some LSQG members have requested machine quilting tips. | will share tips with you each month to
help you get better results from machine quilting, whether you hire it out to a longarm quilter or quilt it
yourself on your domestic home machine.

Sew.....we begin at the beginning. One of the most important tips is where your quilt top begins:
accurate measuring, cutting and sewing. Use the same ruler, or rulers made by the same company,
to cut all pieces. Believe it or not, rulers are not all made the same and markings vary between
manufacturers. Be consistent in the placement of ruler marks on the fabric. Measure twice, cut once.
For cutting multiple strips/pieces the same size, there are several products on the market that will
stick to the underside of your ruler. Or, using a roll of painters tape, cut through several layers of tape
and peel off as one piece; then apply to the back of your ruler at the mark where you want to cut.

Butt the fabric edge up against the tape and you’ll have consistent sized strips. Rotary cut with a
sharp blade, holding the ruler securely with one or two fingers off the ruler to prevent wiggles. Sew
seams using an accurate, full ", as taught recently by Shirley Duncan. When sewing flannel or
other heavy fabrics, I like to move the needle position a little to the right to allow for the heavier
thickness of the fabric. If your machine will not let you move the needle, just move the fabric to the
left and sew a scant ”. Make a test block to be sure your block measures the correct size, as
described by your pattern, before you cut out all the pieces. Fix and note any problems before
continuing. Inaccuracy in any of these steps can spell disaster when it's time to quilt.
